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HOPWA Annual Progress Report (APR) for Competitive Grantees 

Purpose. Grantees that are selected under national HOPWA competitions report their activities using the Annual Performance Report (APR). Grantees provide these reports to HUD within ninety days following the end of their program year. 

Information collected. HOPWA collects information about the expenditures, accomplishments and beneficiaries of each type of activity undertaken for the prior program year.  The APR also includes an executive summary.  The current APR and instructions on how to complete it are available on the web at: http://www.hud.gov/offices/cpd/aidshousing/reporting/apr/guidance/purpose.cfm  This web site provides background on the report, as well as links to the APR form and instructions for completing it. 

Statutory authority. HOPWA collects information on program performance as authorized by the AIDS Housing Opportunity Act (AHOA), as amended, 42 U.S.C. 12901 and 12912.  

Revisions to APR. HUD is revising the APR so that it, along with its grantees and the public, can better evaluate the effectiveness of the HOPWA program, both nationally and locally.  HUD will incorporate new performance measures that describe the program outputs accomplished by the grants as well as overall outcomes for the HIV/AIDS community.  The revised APR will collect the number of housing units assisted as the annual output measure; and information demonstrating improved housing stability for program clients as the outcome measure. 

Status of revisions. The revisions to the APR are now in draft form and are undergoing review by OMB.  The APR has already been reviewed within HUD.  The performance measures adopted on the form reflect reviews from some grantees and technical assistance providers.  HUD expects to provide notice of the revised form in the near future.  HUD has not established when grantees will begin to use the new APR.

Anticipated reporting burden. The public reporting burden for the collection of information for the revised APR is estimated to average 70 hours for a manual response.  This includes time for reviewing instructions, searching existing data sources, gathering and maintaining needed data, and completing and reviewing the collection of information.

Formula grantees and the APR. Formula grantees currently use the Consolidated Annual Performance Report (CAPER) and the Integrated Disbursement Information System (IDIS) to report information similar to the APR.  HUD is revising the CAPER for use in 2005 reports and plans to revise IDIS to collect similar information.  Formula grantees may use the some of the forms contained in the APR to track client information and to evaluate their programs in detail.
